President Dane Hasbrouck called the meeting to order on September 7th, 2010 at 7:30PM at the Monticello American Legion.

Secretary’s report:  No previous meeting minutes to report.
Treasurer’s report:  Motion made, seconded and passed to accept Treasurers Report as reported by treasurer Pattie Roggenkamp.  Current checkbook balance is $389.21.
Old Business:
1. WCSA is being audited on Sept 21rst.  Dane and Marty will be verifying landowners and if agreements have been signed with all of them.

2. Marty gave a groomer update.  The new groomer purchased by WCSA has not been delivered yet – they are waiting for tracks.  The blade will be made by same person who made the Kubota blade.  The Rockford club took the DX from Cokato.  Cokato will use the old drag behind their Kubota.  The track truck may be sold to a club in New York.

3. The Riverfest parade went well.  Our float consisted of a pick-up truck pulling a 4-place trailer holding 2 snowmobiles borrowed from Moon Motors.  Those participating had a great time.  Thank you to Moon Motors for the use of the sleds.

New Business
1. It was agreed that trail set-up will be discussed at October’s meeting.  There are some re-routes that need to be done, such as 131 across 37 towards Richard Holthaus should be changed and parts of the Clearwater trail will need to be moved due to new power lines coming in.
2. Also to be discussed next month is the need for the Clearwater trail to be cleared of branches etc.  The general agreement was that it should be a county club job, not just a Trailblazers job.
3. Much discussion was held regarding trail signs or informational flyers to promote our club.  It was agreed that no mailings would be sent out – too expensive for limited results.  However, trail signs may give more exposure to who we are and what we do.  Some other ideas brought up:  leaving flyers and maps in boxes at kiosk at trail junctions, a ‘thank you’ once leaving our trails, etc.
4. A motion was made, seconded and passed to have trail signs made up in blaze orange, reading ‘Trails maintained by volunteers.  Montisnow.com’   Marty will order the signs to have available at trail set-up.
5. Youth Snowmobile Safety Class will be discussed further at October meeting.   A vote will be held on whether or not we hold one this year.
Motion to adjourn was seconded and passed at 8:35PM
