President Dane Hasbrouck called the meeting to order on October 6th, 2009 at 7:30PM at the Monticello American Legion.

Secretary’s report: Motion made, seconded and passed to accept the minutes of the September 1st, 2009  

meeting as published.
Treasurer’s report:  Motion made, seconded and passed to accept the Treasurers report for September as published.
Old Business:
1. Dane talked to Wright County Parks Dept. regarding our trail on 106.  The County now owns part of that trail.  A permit sign has been obtained from Wright county and city of Monticello giving us permission to use trail north of 106.
2. Dane looked into renting a brusher to clean up trails.  We can rent an ASV for $25/hour from a friend.  Tim volunteered for brush clearing during the day.  General Rental will also be contacted for a price quote.

3. It was decided that Dane would talk to Char Hillmeyer from WCSA to make sure we’d be reimbursed for the cost of renting the brusher.

4. Trail set-up can be done any time.  Signage is all at Marty’s so contact him if you need signs.  A specific date of October 31rst in the morning was agreed on to meet for trail set-up as a group.  Contact Marty if you can help out.
New Business:

1. A price list for t-shirts and sweatshirts was included in September’s minutes.  After discussion, it was agreed on to place an order for club T-shirts and sweatshirts.  Please have your order in by the November 3rd meeting.  (A second price list has been attached to these minutes for you convenience.)  The clothing should arrive approximately 2 weeks after the order is placed.
2. If anyone has pictures of our float from Riverfest, please contact Marty.
3. Dane read a letter from MnUSA regarding raising trail pass prices.  They want input from each club.  Trailblazers voted ‘yes’ to raising trail pass prices.  Previously they were $5 for MN residents, $15 for out-of-state.  The proposed prices would be $15 MN. residents, $30 out-of-state.
4. A vote was held on whether or not to have a snowmobile safety class this year and all agreed that we would not have one in 2009.
